WHO  
& WHAT: On Wednesday, July 25 at 11 a.m. H-E-B will make a $100,000 donation in 

support of the Brazos Valley Food Banks’ “Because Hunger Won’t Wait” capital 
campaign. At a time of growing demand, the Brazos Valley Food Bank finds itself 
out of space and has at times had to turn down donations for lack of adequate 
space.  In response to this growing concern, H-E-B is stepping up to the plate by 
making a $100,000 donation during this critical time of need. The company is 
making this donation through the H-E-B Food Bank Assistance Program to 
help meet needs in the Bryan/College Station area.
